1. Call to Order:

President Lindsay Case called the meeting to order at 9:53 a.m.

2. Declaration of Quorum/Director Qualifications/Disclosure Matters:

President Lindsay Case indicated that a quorum of the Board was present, and that each Director has been qualified as an eligible elector of the District pursuant to Colorado law. Directors in attendance confirmed their eligibility.  Mr. Schooler noted that the Directors’ disclosures of their potential conflicts of interest were filed pursuant to state law for the meeting. 

3. Approval of

the Agenda:
The agenda was approved.

4. Approval of

Minutes:
Director Morley moved to approve the October 14, 2014 meeting minutes; seconded by Director Howe.  Motion passed.
5. 2015 Budget/2014 Amended Budget Public Hearing:
Director Lindsay Case opened the public hearing.  There was a review and discussion of budgets.  The Board noted that the remaining funds in the Capital Fund are anticipated to be used for the future construction cost associated with a  possible stoplight at Meadowbrook and Marksheffel.   Director Lindsay Case closed the public hearing.  

Director Howe moved to adopt the 2014 budget amendment and appropriate the additional revenues as presented, and to adopt the 2015 Budget, appropriate the revenues necessary for the budgeted expenditures, certify the 2014 mill levy for collection in 2015 at a total of 30 mills, and to authorize the District Manager to make any final budgetary revision once the final Assessed Valuation is made available by the County, seconded by Director Long.  Motion passed unanimously.

6. Tax reduction news article and distribution:

Mr. Schooler suggested publishing a news article and sending out a brochure to the homeowners regarding the reduction of the District Mill Levy that would go out around the time taxes are due in 2015.  Director Randle Case II moved to approve up to $1,000 to notify the residential and commercial property owners in the District.  Motion seconded by Director Long.  Motion passed.
7. Market Status: 
Director Randle Case II indicated that they have about three acres left in the District that is intended for a commercial retail strip center, which will include a Shell gas station.  

The Board authorized the District Manager to correspond with the County regarding the traffic signal when warranted and encouraged getting letters from the homeowners desiring the install of a traffic light to include as part of the communication.  

Director Morley indicated that his property was still on hold.

8. Financial Statement and Payables:
a. Current Payables-

Ms. VonFeldt presented claims payable.  Director Morley moved to approve the payables as presented seconded by Director Long.  Motion passed.
