1. Call to Order:

President Lindsay Case called the meeting to order at 9:30 a.m.

2. Declaration of Quorum/Director Qualifications/Disclosure Matters:

President Lindsay Case indicated that a quorum of the Board was present, and that each Director has been qualified as an eligible elector of the District pursuant to Colorado law. Directors in attendance confirmed their eligibility.  Ms. VonFeldt noted that the Directors’ disclosures of their potential conflicts of interest were filed pursuant to state law for the meeting. 

3. Approval of

the Agenda:
The agenda was approved.

4. Approval of

Minutes:
Director Randle Case II moved to approve the October 6, 2015 meeting minutes; seconded by Director Long.  Motion passed.
5. Meadowbrook Marksheffel Intersection IGA:
Director Randle Case II indicated that the agreement approved by the District during the October 6, 2015 meeting has been accepted and approved by the County, and we are waiting to obtain signatures from the County Commissioners.
6. Market Status: 
Director Randle Case II stated that the combination convenience and liquor store site was sold and he expects construction to begin soon.
7 Financial Statement and Payables:
a. 2015 Amended and 2016 Budget Hearing
Director Lindsay Case opened the public budget hearings.  There was a review and discussion of budgets.  The Board noted that future discussion may come up regarding funding for the traffic signal at Constitution and Marksheffel where Kings Soopers is being built and the Districts funding capacity.  There being no further discussion Director Lindsay Case closed the public hearings.  

Director Randle Case II moved to adopt the 2015 budget amendment and appropriate the additional revenues as presented, and to adopt the 2016 Budget, appropriate the revenues necessary for the budgeted expenditures, certify the 2015 mill levy for collection in 2016 at a total of 30 mills, and to authorize the District Manager to make any final budgetary revision once the final Assessed Valuation is made available by the County, seconded by Director Long.  Motion passed unanimously.

b. Current Payables-

Ms. VonFeldt presented claims payable.  Director Randle Case II moved to approve the payables as presented seconded by Director Long.  Motion passed.
c. Permit Income Status-

Mr. Schooler noted that the District received a check for the AAA/office warehouse building for about $22K.
8. New Business:

There was no new business.
9. Other Business:
a. Updated General Counsel Services Letter

Director Long moved to approve the updated general counsel services letter seconded by Director Morley.  Motion passed.

b. Annual Administrative Resolution

Director Howe moved to approve the 2016 Annual Administrative Resolution seconded by Director Morley.  Motion passed.

c. Director Election Resolution

Mr. Allen stated Directors Morley and Long are up for election in 2016 and if there are no other candidates the May election would be cancelled.  Director Morley moved to approve the Director Election Resolution seconded by Director Long.  Motion passed.   

d. The next regular meeting is scheduled for the first Tuesday of April 2016, if needed.

The meeting was adjourned at 9:51 a.m.
