1. Call to Order & Certification of the Agenda-


Director Woods called the meeting to order at 8:42 a.m. 

2. Approval of Minutes & Excusal-
Director Krohnfeldt motioned to approve the November 2, 2010 minutes seconded by Director Case.  Motion passed.
3. Projects Report: Les Krohnfeldt – Access Points Improvements –
Mr. Watson and Director Krohnfeldt presented 2 sets of plans for right-in/right-outs at the Shiloh Mesa entry point and Woodmen Commercial Center.  Mr. Schooler noted that there is still $260,000 left in the construction fund that will have to go towards debt service payments if not used soon that could be used to construct the right-in/right-outs since they are direct improvements to Woodmen Road and the District.  Director Woods suggested spending a total of $100,000 for both projects.  Director Case argued that there was nothing left in the District to construct and this would be a public improvement.  Mr. Randle Case II inferred that the right of ways are within the District’s right of ways and equals the work that was done on Tutt.  Director Woods agreed that they are similar projects and they would have been done together, but didn’t know how much the District would have available in future funds.  Director Krohnfeldt said that with Board approval the project could be started by April or June.  Director Krohnfeldt motioned to fund both projects with the total funds not to exceed $246,019 to be used in 2011.  The Board is authorizing the District Manager on any further conveyance on the right of way and to sign and finalize it.  Also the Board is authorizing the president to sign any related documents as necessary. Motion was seconded by Director Case.  Motion passed. 
4. Manager’s Report-
a. Permit Activity-
A Fee Summary report was submitted for the record. Mr. Schooler commented that the District is getting some permit activity mainly in Meridian Ranch, Forest Meadows, and Cumbre Vista.
b. Development Activity-

Director Woods reported that there were three permits pulled in January for Meridian Ranch.  Mr. Randle Case II asked how the actual District revenues compared to the pro forma.  Mr. Schooler said that although it’s below the projections it was helpful to get the hospital built as well as some commercial, but because of the refunding of the bonds the District has been fortunate.
