Made by Mr. Schooler:  

1) Mr. Schooler indicated the Environmental Assessment is out and now going through the 45 day process and is expected to be done around the first of June 05.  The county is ready to extend the DMJM project capacity contract from Powers to Marksheffel.  They should start construction around October 2005.

2) Mr. Woods commented that after he had met with John McCarty the van was out the next day to fix the traffic lights that were delaying traffic on the new stretch of Project “B” and that the issue has been resolved.

Manager’s Report

1) The funds for the capacity project were discussed, as there was concern that there would be a shortage of $1,000,000.  The Board once again decided not to make any decision about the future bonds until the D49 election in November.  Mr. Schooler will look into the budget more closely to see if there are items that can be tightened up. 

2) The Board discussed high traffic business operations.  Mr. Schooler stated that he would look up what constitutes a high traffic business operation and report back at the next meeting.
