Excusal                 Motion to approve the March 7th, 2006 minutes and excuse Mr. Green and

3. Projects Report –Mrs. Irvine
A. Status Project III – Possible IV: 

Mrs. Irvine from County Planning presented to the Board the final design for Woodmen Road.  The final comments for the EA was through Jan 30th, 2006 and County Planning has been addressing those comments.  Once the comments have been addressed and submitted back to the State and Feds there will be a FONSI issued, which should arrive in July.  Mrs. Irvine reported that County Planning is moving forward with the final review of plans and should be completed about the same time the FONSI arrives.  The District can then go out to bid in August or September.  Mrs. Irvine stated that the Federal funding is still in tact for the next two years and is approximately $23,000,000.  Mr. Schooler indicated that the District would still be approximately $5,000,000 short to complete the project.  The Board then discussed various options for funding and decided to wait a few months to get more accurate numbers to give to the underwriters as well as a new budget/estimate from DMJM.

4. Manager’s Report
A. Permit Activity/Revenues vs. Projections

Mr. Schooler indicated that the District is doing well with it’s cash flow and that there would be platting fees coming in very soon.

B. Development Activity

The Board discussed the revenue from taxes and fees.  Mr. Woods indicated that home sales have slowed down about 10-15%, but feels it will stay constant.  Mr. Green is almost done with home sales in his development.  Mr. Woods also stated that there would be another 489 lots platted in filing 3 for Meridian Ranch in August or September of 2006.

C. Centura Letter

Mr. Schooler reported that the District has an agreement with Centura, which still needs to be finalized.  Mr. Susemihl stated further that the total amount of the agreement is $450,000.

D. Discussion with Cassiani regarding Banning/Lewis Issues

Mr. Schooler indicated that the agreement was being circulated.

E. Harold Fong: Request for Phased Payment of Plat Fees

Mr. Schooler reported that Mr. Fong wanted to record his whole plat, but only pay fees on the parcels he is building on.  It was determined that the District will not allow phased payments such as this.
