Made by Mr. Schooler: 

3.a. Status Project III – Out to Bid: Mr. Schooler reported that DMJM is working on final design and they will be out for bid in September.  Mr. McQuilken will be here for the next meeting to report on their progress from Powers to Marksheffel.  The funding includes 4 million from federal, 4 million from our District and 1 million from the County.  The Board suggested bidding with an alternate to go forward with the last section of Woodmen with the 1.8 million and build out what we can then we wouldn’t need the funds until next year and could finish the project then.

3.b. Environmental Assessment: Mr. Schooler indicated that the Environmental Assessment should be wrapped up by the end of June.

Manager’s Report

4.a. Project III Funding/Current Fund Balances: Mr. Schooler is to tighten up the budget.  Assuming today’s numbers we could possibly get a 2.2 million bond.  The Board discussed having a couple months time and the need to see what happens with the School District 49 bond election.
4.b. Banning/Lewis Exemption: The Board discussed the fact that there is still discussion over the condemnation process and the need to plat and build one school a year to keep up with their sales rate.  A school costs 8 million on average.  The District paid them $65,000 for the land and then the IGA kicked in and put a halt on the condemnation case.  The Court was going to dismiss the case, but Mr. Susemihl reported to them that we already have possession and they owe the district and Banning/Lewis objected.  Monday morning is the court date and it will be then that we will see if they will settle with our District.

4.c. Mr. Schooler reported that he had been trading phone calls with Mr. Jeff Hodsen regarding the traffic generation for various land use schedules and he intends to get into contact with him within the next couple of days.  He will then report his findings at the next meeting.
