1. Call to Order & Certification of the Agenda-


Director Woods called the meeting to order at 8:39 a.m. 

2. Approval of Minutes & Excusal-
Director Cone motioned to approve the October 4, 2011 minutes seconded by Director Krohnfeldt.  Motion passed.
3. Manager’s Report-
a. Gatto Request Regarding Wetlands-

Mr. Schooler indicated that an agreement has been worked out with Mr. Gatto  regarding his wetlands property.  It's a public right of way that hasn't been deeded to the City yet.  Director Krohnfeldt motioned to approve to have Mr. Schooler sign the agreement seconded by Director Cone.  Motion passed.
b. 2012 Budget 2011 Amended Budget Hearing-

Director Woods opened the public hearing.  Mr. Susemihl stated that the hearing for the 2012 Budget and 2011 Amended Budget was advertised and was now open for public comment.  There were no public comments so Director Woods closed the public hearing.  

Upon motion made by Director Krohnfeldt, seconded by Director Cone, a resolution which adopted the 2012 Budget, amended the 2011 Budget, appropriated the funds set forth in the budget, and authorized the mill levy certification at 10.8 Gallagherized, was unanimously passed with authorization for management to adjust the numbers when the final County assessed valuation is received.  

c. Appointment of the Designated Election Officials for 2012-
The resolution appoints Mr. Susemihl as the election designee.  Director Cone motioned to approve the Election resolution seconded by Director Krohnfeldt.  Motion passed.  It was noted that Director Woods (4 years), Director Krohnfeldt (2 years) and Director Case (4 years) were all up for reelections.  

d. Permit Activity-
A Fee Summary report was submitted for the record.  Mr. Schooler stated that he had met with the City because the mental health facility wasn't required by the them to pay their facility fees at the time of building permit.  Mr. Schooler stated further that his discussion with them are ongoing to avoid this happening in the future.
e. Development Activity-

Mr. Schooler reported that the County passed the formation of the new Countywide Public Improvement District and they will have the election in November 2012.  The existing districts with at least 10 mills and service area will be exempt from the new district.  The Woodmen Road District may need to adjust its service area accordingly.  Mr. Susemihl said that the District would need to go back to the County for approval.  Mr. Schooler stated that the new district's primary objective is to build major arterials and above.  Credits can be established by any roads that are built and can be proven that your fair share has been paid.  It's will reimburse so that as you build more than your share you will get credits for whatever you built that was more than your portion.  It was set up to be fair to all un-platted properties.  The fee structure is a cash equivalent of $2,800/lot at time of platting unless you join the district then it will only be $800/lot with 10 mills.  The PID is relying on the developers to build the roads and then do the reimbursements and selling bonds after the construction in done.  It will be set up as a special district and an outside office will take care of collecting the fees not the County.
5. Legal Report-


Mr. Susemihl stated that once he has the self nominations he will cancel the elections on March 9th.  He will also do the State transparency and County reports. 
Mr. Schooler indicated that two conveyances to the City may need to be signed.  Director Cone motioned to approve Director Woods to sign the conveyances next year when they come in seconded by Director Krohnfeldt.  Motion passed.

Director Cone motioned to approve the invoices seconded by Director Krohnfeldt.  Motion passed.
