1. Call to Order & Certification of the Agenda-


Director Woods called the meeting to order at 8:36 a.m. 

2. Approval of Minutes-

Director Cone moved to approve the October 7th, 2014 minutes seconded by Director Krohnfeldt.  Motion passed.

3. Manager’s Report-
Manager/Schooler Report

A. Bent Grass Access - Randy Case II

Mr. Schooler introduced Mr. Randy Case II stating that he had presented the Bent Grass access off of Woodmen to the Board back in October of 2012.  Mr. Randy Case II, representing the Bent Grass Metropolitan District,  handed out a map and gave an overview of the area.  Mr. Randy Case II noted that there were no changes from the previous presentation except that they now have about a 95% approval from the County engineer.   The Board inquired as to the purpose of the new presentation and Mr. Randy Case II indicated that his intentions were to acquire the support of the Board and future funding of the project.  After some discussion the Board indicated that there were no funds available at this time, but would consider the project when the current bonds are up for refinancing in 2018.
B. 2015 Budget/2014 Amended Budget Public Hearing
Director Woods opened the public hearing.  Mr. Susemihl stated that the hearing for the 2015 Budget and 2014 Amended Budget was advertised and was now open for public comment.  Ms. VonFeldt presented the 2015 Budget and indicated that nothing had changed from the last meeting.  Mr. Schooler noted that although the Kum & Go backed out there is a mini storage facility going in that will help to generate revenues for the District.  Director Woods said that a 10K square foot recreational building is scheduled to go up in February, but wasn't sure if it would be exempt from the District.  Mr. Susemihl stated that Bond council recommends against it and that it would be tax exempt.  The Board briefly discussed lot sales for 2015.  There were no further comments so Director Woods closed the public hearing.
Upon motion made by Director Krohnfeldt, seconded by Director Cone, a resolution which adopted the 2015 Budget, amended the 2014 Budget, appropriated the funds set forth in the budget, and authorized the mill levy certification at 10.8 Gallagherized was unanimously passed with authorization for management to adjust the numbers when the final County Assessed Valuation is received.
