1. Call to Order & Certification of the Agenda-


Director Krohnfeldt called the meeting to order at 8:32 a.m. 

2. Approval of Minutes-

Director Case moved to approve the November 1, 2016 minutes seconded by Director Cone.  Motion passed.

3. Inclusion of Falcon Marketplace – Public Hearing-

Mr. Susemihl stated that a public notice was posted.  Mr. Schooler noted that there are 36 acres in Falcon Marketplace that will now be included in the District.  Mr. Anderson asked if Woodmen Hills would have to approve the inclusion as well and Mr. Susemihl indicated that it is part of the service plan so the District wouldn’t have to give notice of an inclusion.  Director Krohnfeldt opened the public hearing.  Mr. Randle Case II asked if the mill levy was expected to stay the same and Mr. Susemihl said that it would.  There being no further comment Director Krohnfeldt closed the hearing.  Director Lindsay Case moved to approve the inclusion of the Falcon Marketplace into the District seconded by Director Kerby.  Motion passed unanimously. 
4. Manager’s Report-
A. Woodmen Heights Metro District Water Quality Pond
Director Krohnfeldt presented the Board with an email from Matrix and maps related to the Sand Creek channel and Pond 3, which is just west of the Cases’ property.  Director Krohnfeldt explained that developers in the area are required to put detention ponds on their properties and they are taking up a lot of acreage.  It was suggested that the wetlands the District owns south of Woodmen be turned into a detention pond to free up the acreage. Director Krohnfeldt noted that the wetlands were drying up because it’s not being fed sufficiently so with the properties feeding into it from the north it would resolve that issue as well.  Mr. Schooler stated that when the improvements were done on Woodmen Road they had to mitigate some of the storm water issues along the entire corridor.  There were some wetlands already there, but added additional wetlands due to some of it being destroyed through the construction.  The District has maintained ownership because the county and city didn’t want it.  Mr. Schooler stated further that the engineers have to demonstrate its viability as wetlands and how it might add onto existing improvements from 10 years ago and they will need to ask the city for the formality of it.  Director Anderson said that the District would need to make sure it’s not assuming additional storm maintenance and to make sure the easement is clear.  Mr. Randle Case II explained the history of the upstream water flows using maps and said that they have been working with the Army Corp of Engineers and the city to finalize the plans.  They would come back to the Board with a formal IGA between the District and possibly Woodmen Heights Metro District (WHMD).  The Board had more discussion regarding Pond 3 and the Sand Creek Basin Study for more clarification.  Director Anderson moved to authorize the continued work with WHMD, City, Matrix and legal counsel to have an IGA brought back to the Board for further discussion; seconded by Director Kerby.  Motion passed unanimously.
B. Request for Participation for Access
Mr. Randle Case II, representing the Bent Grass Metro District (BGMD), stated that the District had previously approved and paid for 2 access points on Woodmen Road to encourage commercial growth which creates increased revenue.  Mr. Randle Case II proposed another access point at Bent Grass for a right in right out, although a left in is preferable, and BGMD doesn’t have the funds to construct it, but it is needed to kick off more development in the area.  Mr. Randle Case II noted that he didn’t know yet what the County would approve.  Mr. Schooler said that at the time the District had excess capital funds to build the other access points and there are now no capital funds left.  Mr. Schooler indicated that the Board had supported this access previously and if it wasn’t adding to the bond debt they would consider it.  The Board had looked at alternative funding using the building permit fees because they are not obligated to the bonds, but the District has had to draw down its reserve fund to meet debt service principal and interest payments.  It was also agreed previously that if a developer could show the added revenue to the District the Board might consider funding it.  There was general discussion regarding the properties that have started construction because of the other access points the District built.  The Board requested an analysis of how the access would benefit the district.  Director Anderson said that the District would also need to have a policy in place so other developers wouldn’t be lining up for funding as well.  Mr. Schooler indicated that Kevin Walker is already working on a review of the corridor and funding sources that could be presented at the next Board meeting.  Director Anderson moved to direct the District Manager to pursue the participation plan seconded by Director Case.  Motion passed unanimously.        
C. Permit Activity
A Fee Summary report was submitted for the record. 
D. Development Activity

E. Tuscany Negotiations

Mr. Schooler said that formal action was needed to exclude Tuscany, an office development south of Woodmen on the far end of Tutt and southeast of Penrose, from the District and that Mr. Walker has been finalizing it.  They have elected to opt out of the District and will pay a fee.  Mr. Susemihl indicated that the exclusion would need to be published before there could be any Board action.  Item tabled.

Director Case moved to approve the current and future ongoing invoices seconded by Director Cone.  Motion passed.
