1. Call to Order & Certification of the Agenda-


Director Krohnfeldt called the meeting to order at 8:34 a.m. 

2. Approval of Minutes-

Director Kerby moved to approve the June 6, 2017 minutes seconded by Director Anderson.  Motion passed.

3. Manager’s Report-
A. Request for Participation for Access-

Mr. Walker called Mr. Ben Hummel by phone who is developing the proposed Falcon Marketplace, with a proposed 123,000sf King Soopers at Woodmen and Meridian Road to get an update on the project.  Mr. Hummel shared a lengthy discussion with the Board regarding his struggles with the County to get a proper access point to Woodmen Road and the County’s requests for other improvements.  Mr. Hummel asked the Board for future financial help (not only for the access point, but to expand Woodmen headed east at Meridian by 300 feet) as well as documented support from the District.  Randle Case II for the Bent Grass MD and Woodmen Heights MD also spoke encouraging the Board to support the Falcon Marketplace access to Woodmen.  The Board decided they could offer limited support and agreed to write a letter to the County stating that the District has no objections to the access point and that they strongly support it.  
B. Woodmen Road & Woodmen Heights Metro District Combined 

Water Quality & Storm Water Detention Pond-
Director Krohnfeldt reported that Matrix Design Group’s engineer had met with the City, Army Corp of Engineers, and related parties recently regarding a new use for the Woodmen Road Metro District’s land south of Woodmen and West of Marksheffel for a Shiloh Mesa storm water and water quality drainage pond.  They will be pulling together to work on a design and a map.  Randle Case II provided additional background on the proposed pond and that owners within the Woodmen Heights MD are assisting with the planning and design.  They are hoping to get the pond approved for construction shortly as development is being delayed until this can be advanced and that is hurting Woodmen Road District revenues as well as Woodmen Heights District revenues.
C. Permit Activity-
A Fee Summary report was submitted for the record. 
D. Development Activity-
Mr. Walker indicated that there was an issue with the Woodmen Hills Metropolitan District paying District fees.  They were approved for their waste water treatment facility and are not exempt from the District fee of approximately $14,000.  Mr. Walker said he had several conversations with them and was able to figure out an opportunity for them to pay a fee in lieu of taxes.  An invoice was sent to them for $500 instead.  
4. Legal Issues-
Mr. Susemihl recommended the November meeting for the budget hearing.  The Board concurred to publish the notice for the 2018 Public Budget Hearing for November 7, 2017.    
5. Old Business-
A. Approve Invoices
Director Anderson moved to approve the current and future ongoing invoices seconded by Director Case.  Motion passed.
